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Key to any course in which civic engagement plays an important role is a strong working
knowledge of Information Literacy. This is particularly true in a course such as NSCI 208H,
where students must, on a weekly basis, identify current events issues in science and
technology, investigate them, formulate a position on some aspect of that issue, and then take
a meaningful action on it to further their position. Specifically, students must be able to quickly
find information on an issue, assess the quality of that information, and finally, communicate
that information in a way that reflects the high standards of academic integrity the University
of Scranton demands.
